Re:  Mayor’s Report on Proposed Discontinuance of Shelburne Road, Edison Road and a
Portion of Finney Road and the Relocation and the Realignment of Wright and Spruce Streets

Pursuant to Section C8-60-1 of the City Charter, and City Code section 214-40 et seq., after reviewing
the reports of the Directors of Administration and Operations in connection with the above-referenced
proposal, as well as the supporting documents submitted by Stamford Health System, Inc. (SHS) and
the Stamford Hospital (the Hospital) SHS is proposing a phased modification to the Hospital located
at 30 Shelburne Road in Stamford, CT. The Hospital project is planned to complement and coincide
with a project by Charter Oak Communities (COC) to remove the existing Vidal Court and construct
new housing in the neighborhood. Both the Hospital and COC projects include abandoning portions

of five public streets.

With regard to this project I recommend that you approve the discontinuance of the above mentioned
roads and the relocation and realignment of the specified roads.

Summaryv of Proposed Action

The discontinuance involves three streets:
Finney Lane

Finney Lane originates at the intersection of Spruce Street just south of the Hospital campus. It
continues in a westerly direction, bending southwest toward Stillwater Avenue. It continues south
through Stillwater Avenue and terminates at a dead end between Liberty Street and High Street.
Finney Lane is stop sign controlled at the Stillwater Avenue intersection and the Spruce Street
intersection. Neither Stillwater Avenue nor Spruce Street is stop sign controlled. Finney Lane has a
varying width of approximately 29 feet from curb to curb and has a total length of approximately
1,550 feet. The existing City Right of Way (R.O.W.) is 40 feet wide with an area totaling 62,000
square feet. Five foot wide concrete sidewalks run along both sides of the street providing pedestrian



access within the R.O.W. The area of Finney Lane proposed to be abandoned originates at the
intersection of Hillhurst Street and terminates at Spruce Street. The total abandoned area is 20,537
square feet. The Hospital owns all properties abutting the proposed portion of Finney Lane to be
abandoned.

Shelburne Road

Shelburne Road originates at the intersection of West Broad Street northwest of the Hospital campus. It
continues in a southerly direction and turns east at an entrance into the Hospital as well as an entrance to
the Vidal Court parking area. All land abutting Shelburne Road is owned by either the Hospital or COC.
Shelburne Road is stop sign controlled at the West Broad Street intersection. West Broad Street is not
stop sign controlled at this intersection. Shelburne Road has a uniform width of 30 feet from curb to curb
and has a total length of approximately 630 feet. The existing City R.O.W. is 50 feet wide with an area to
be discontinued totaling 31,768 square feet. Five foot grass strips and 5 foot wide concrete sidewalks are
located along both sides of the street providing pedestrian access within the R.Q.W.

Edison Road

Edison Road originates at the intersection of Shelburne Road just west of the Hospital campus. It
continues in a westerly direction and terminates at the intersection of Merrell Avenue. All land
abutting Edison Road is owned by either the Hospital or COC. Edison Road is stop sign controlled at
both intersections, Neither Shelburne Road nor Merrell Avenue is stop sign controlled at the
intersections. Edison Road has a uniform width of 30 feet from curb to curb and has a total length of
250 feet. The existing City R.0.W. is 50 feet wide with an area to be discontinued totaling 12,500
square feet. Within the R.O.W. are a 5 foot grass strip and a 5 foot wide concrete sidewalk along the
southern side of the street providing pedestrian access.

Utility Relocation

To the extent that any of the roadways proposed for discontinuance contain utilities servicing
properties other than those owned by SHS, the Hospital or COC, such utilities shall, at the cost of
SHS, be relocated in accordance with a timeline and plans approved by the City Engineer.
Additionally, until this relocation is fully complete, existing utilities serving such other properties will
remain in service. The City of Stamford or any other applicable public utility provider will have full
rights of access in order to maintain and ensure proper operation of these utilities. The term “utilities”
includes not only municipal utilities, such as sanitary, storm water, drainage facilities and piping but
also non-municipal public utilities such as electric, gas, telephone, cable and water.

Relocation and Realignment of Wright and Spruce Streets

In conjunction with the above mentioned street discontinuances, the City Engineer has requested that
consideration be given to the realignment of the present roadbed of Wright and Spruce Streets, where
they meet. Currently there are two right angie “jogs” in the street and the City Engineer is requesting
that the Hospital realign the road so that there is a smooth curve to the roadbed. This is possible
because the Hospital owns sufficient land on both sides of the proposed realigned roadbed.



As part of the discontinuance process the City arranged for a third party appraisal of the property by
CB Richard Ellis which was completed in July 2009. The appraised value of the property was
$2,850,000. Taking all pertinent factors into consideration, it is my recommendation that the Stamford

Hospital:

1. Pay the City a sum of $2,825,000 representing the net, appraised value of the land. (In the -
realignment of Spruce and Wright Streets land valued at $25,000 was returned to the City.) In
determining this sum we considered property transferred to the Hospital net of easements and right-of-
ways granted to the City, consideration of forgone property taxes until the completion of the planned
new, tax paying Medical Office Building (on Hospital property), and certain directed annual Hospital
financial support provided by the Hospital to the City for a similar period of time. This sum shall be
paid in two installments:

o  The first installment of $990,000 for the portion of Finney Lane which is being discontinued shail
be paid no later than December 31, 2010.

o The second installment of $1,835,000 for the discontinuance of Shelburne and Edison Roads shall
be paid October 1, 2011 or when the Roads are taken out of service as mutually agreed by the City
of Stamford and Stamford Hospital, whichever occurs later, but in any event no later than October
1,2012. :

o All funds shall be directed to the City’s Capital Non-Recurring Fund.

2. In order to accommodate the 50° right of way on Wright and Spruce Streets, approximately 15° on
Wright St. shall be subject to a “Future Road Widening Easement” in favor of the City of Stamford.
The City recognizes this land and easement as a partial offset to the appraised value of the
discontinued streets. (Attachment 1).

Pursuant to Section C-60-3 of the Charter of the City of Stamford, I am designating the Office of the
Town and City Clerk, 1* Floor, Stamford Government Center, 388 Washington Boulevard, Stamford,
Connecticut as the location where this Mayor’s Report, which I am required to issue in connection
with the proposed partial discontinuance, will be filed for public inspection.

I recognize that significant public good will come of the expansion of the hospital campus in terms of
enhanced health care facilities and the potential economic stimulus through the expected creation of a
sizable number of new jobs. I encourage the Planning Board, the Boards of Finance and _
Representatives and the general public to support these proposed discontinuances as well as the larger

project, of which it is an important part.

Subject: Discontinuance of Colahan Street, Finney Lane, Shelburne and Edison

Roads, and relocation and realignment of Spruce and Wright Streets for
Stamford Hospital and Charter Oaks Communities.

In connection with Article IV — Discontinuance of Streets and the Mayors letter dated August 9,
2010 to the Office of Operations, the Engineering Bureau has completed the preliminary
engineering report for associated street discontinuances, relocation and realignments in
connection with the above referenced project.

Based upon the review of the referenced documents included in the Mayors letter, the Bureau
provides the following comments:

Due to the fact that this project will be completed over time, the City and private utilities need to
be granted easements on these streets proposed to be abandoned or relocated to continue to
provide service until proper facilities and necessary disconnection and relocations are in place.
Some permanent easements may need to be prepared to continue service once the project is
completed.

Easements to the City include both storm and sanitary sewers. Utility easements include water,
gas, electric, telephone, cable, and other communications services.

Permanent easements for storm and sanitary and all other utilities on Shelburne, Edison, Colahan
Street all hinge on timing and project scheduling,

It is unclear if any utility coordination nﬁeetings between the Hospital and public utility
companies have taken place to review how relocations will be undertaken and to define what
limits are necessary. Issues in connection with proposed utility upgrades should be discussed in



addition to project sequencing and associated impacts to service over time. The plans do not
define how utility coordination will be completed for a project that takes place over years; In
addition, plans do not call for any betterment to existing public or private utility services. All
these coordination issues shall be discussed and evaluated, and well defined as part of the

discontinuance process.

The plans do not address how on site drainage that connects into the existing Finney lane system
will be handled once the drainage system in Finney Lane is removed. For example there is a 24”
RCP that receives drainage from on site connections. Same situation occurs on Spruce Street.
Furthermore, the adequacy of any portions of the existing and sanitary sewer system to remain
has not been evaluated by the city or discussed with the Stamford hospital in any detail, and it
should be. Discussions with the applicant and the WPCA shall also take place.

The sanitary sewer connection from northern most Vidal Court building is not shown on survey
and it should be to understand how phasing and maintenance. Storm sewer connections and
proposed sequencing for disconnections shall also be shown as part of a logistics plan.

The project as submitted separates the hospital from Charter Oaks. As such the limit of Edison
discontinuance needs to be better defined.

Following a review of the traffic study provided, please refer to attached letters from the City
traffic engineer.

In addition to the documents referenced in the Mayors letter, the Hospital provided a
construction logistics phase plan staging plans do not show realignments for Hillhurst or Spruce
and Wright prior to discontinuance of Finney Lane and it should. These should be part of the
logistics plan as the first phase (phase A) before any discontinuance of Finney. Plans currently
show fencing of Finney and no realignment of Hillhurst or Spruce and Wright.

Due to a proposed build-out over time by the Hospital what insurance provisions will be put in
‘place to allow the City to use roads while owned by the Hospital. This applies to Finney, Spruce,

Wright, Shelburne, and Edison.

Many public trees in the City ROW are impacted by the street discontinuance once the streets are
removed. The City should review what new trees may be required once a complete inventory of
the trees proposed for removal to facilitate the development plan is known.

From the phasing and logistics plan Shelburne and Edison remain as full streets thru phase L
October 2013. As part of discontinuance now, all maintenance such as sidewalk, paving and road
repairs, snowplowing, storm and sanitary sewer maintenance shall become the full responsibility
of the hospital not city until streets are physically removed at a later date. Need for maintenance
agreements as part of permanent easements shall also be reviewed for utilities that remain in
place post development. This aiso applies to Finney Lane during the time when the relocation
and realignment of Spruce and Hillhurst are taking place. This also ties back to the insurance

comment noted above.
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Please request that the applicant review and respond to these comments with any revised plans so
that the process continues to move forward. The logistics and phasing plan shall define the
relocation and betterment of utilities to take place during each stage of the project over time. At
this time it is unclear how this important issue is being coordinated and tied into the overall

project schedule. :

Other departments within the Office of Operations such as the WPCA, Collections, and Tree
Warden should review the plans. I also recommend review the plans with Public Safety officials

(Police, Fire).

In accordance with the City Charter (C8-60-3), I have directed the Tax Assessor to analyze the
financial impact of the proposed discontinuance of Shelburne, Edison and a Portion of Finney
Road and the relocation and realignment of Wright and Spruce Streets.
